Contents:

6 - Rectangular sections of fabric with handlealiriour corners, plus hook and loop fastener niataround
the outer edge.

2 — Square “holed” sections with handles, plus had loop material around the edges.

4 — Corners which are wedge shaped and have diagl#ie, plus hook and loop edges.

General Use:
The hook and loop material at the top and bottalessof each of the 12 sections allows all the gestio be
connected to one another. A number of possibleities are suggested and illustrated below, butynmaore
are possible.

When disconnecting sections from one anothergtigrab the edge of each section with your fingéthe
very edge of the fabric to help support the stiteht locks the hook or hoop strip to the fabricgdaihis will
help maximize the life of your Connect-A-Chute.

Activities

Runway Chute
Connect as many
sections as desired
and have players
attempt to roll a ball
from one end of the
chute to the other
end without it
dropping off the
sides.

Many variations to
this simple activity
can be added.

Team Toss or Team Volleyball

In team toss, players attempt to toss a ball, nuabenal or other object from one chute to anothignout
dropping it. Alternatively, teams can be put omeitside of a volleyball net to play a volleybglbé game. If
played with a beach ball or other very light bplgyers would have to bounce the balls off theaath If
played with a heavy ball, players would be allow@datch the ball and toss it back over the net.
